This week, Miss. Storey and I attended the Relationships Belong in Northumberland conference - an annual event 
seeking to explore the relational approach to behaviour management. As always, this was a hugely inspiring day. The 
event this year focused on the theme of belonging. Throughout the day, we explored how belonging can be fostered 
and developed in our school, how belonging can support transition between classes and settings, how the relational 
approach is integral to the feeling of belonging and how we might promote the children’s sense of belonging to support 
those experiencing emotional-based school non-attendance. Fatima Whitbread also spoke to us about her experiences 
of school and what made a difference to her life. We came away buzzing with new ideas as well as a feeling of pride 
for how far we have come.

Also this week, Louise Mallin, our School Improvement Partner from Northumberland County Council, undertook our 
Spring inspection visit. Miss. Storey and I thoroughly enjoyed spending time in classes and reviewing our school 
standards with her. Sharing what we do and how it feels to be a member of Corbridge CE First School as a child or 
adult is really important to us. Gaining the verification that our school is a fantastic place to be nurtured to learn makes 
us so very proud!
